e A short series of lectures on the history and culture of Russia in English (10
hours)

e A cultural programme



The students will study, be accommodated and have their meals at the University
campus located on Leningradsky Prospekt, the widest street of Moscow. It1s a part
of the old road leading from Moscow to the town of Tver and Novgorod.
It connected Moscow and St-Petersburg in the middle of XVIII century.
The main symbols of Russia, the Red Square, the Kremlin, the Bolshoi Theater,
Christ the Savior Cathedral, the Tretyakov Gallery are all easily accessible from the
campus. You can use a subway or ground transport to get there.

The cost of participation in the Summer School 1s about 900 euros. The amount
mcludes:
